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Colors and Screen Resolution





"Stalin's Dilemma" is designed to run in High Color mode at 800x600 screen resolution.  It will run in True Color mode or 256 color mode and at 1024x768 resolution, although some graphics may be distorted and/or some screens oddly positioned.





Setting Up to Run the Program:





This version of the program is set up to run from Drive C.  





Stalin.exe and all files and subfolders with it on the CD-ROM must be located at: 


c:\Program Files\Stalin\  (i.e., in a folder called “Stalin” inside another folder called 


“Program Files” (which probably already exists) on your hard drive).





To install the program on your C drive, simply drag or copy the folder named “Stalin” on the CD-ROM into the folder named Program Files.





NOTE: if you are using a computer in the SUNY Old Westbury computer center, you can put the program on the c: drive as described above.  However, it will only remain installed for the duration of your session; once you log off, the system will automatically delete it from the computer’s hard drive. Next time you want to play it, even if at the same computer, you will have to copy it from the CD-ROM again.





Running the program





Click the Start Button on the computer’s taskbar and select "Run..." and then type the following line into the text area in the dialog box that appears:





c:\Program Files\Stalin\Stalin.exe





Then select OK.





You can also use the the “Browse” button below the text area to navigate to select Stalin.exe in “c:\Program Files\Stalin\”.





Troubleshooting





Please note that "Stalin's Dilemma" is still in development; occasional bugs or rough elements may be encountered.





Known Bugs:





1. In certain places, the word “Metals” is mistakenly used in place of “Materials.” 





2. The Advice feature sometimes gets confused about how many Peasants need to be fed.  If you think it is wrong about this, it probably is.
